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DEATH TAKES EDWIN LEHMAN, 60, FORMER LOCAL BUSINESS MAN 

Prominent Farmer, Former Manager of Berne Artificial Stone Co., Dies of Heart 

Disease;  Funeral Saturday at Mennonite Church 

 

   Edwin Lehman, aged 60, prominent farmer living southwest of Berne, in Wabash township, 

and former local business man, died Wednesday evening at 5:30 o'clock ...  Mr. Lehman had 

been bedfast since Nov. 2, and had been in a serious condition the past several days.  Death was 

caused by heart disease, according to the attending physician. 

   Mr. Lehman suffered with a cold, influenza and later symptoms of pneumonia developed.  He 

was seriously ill for a few days, then seemed to be recovering.  He suffered a setback and heart 

disease developed.  Last week he again appeared to be improving, but suffered a relapse Sunday, 

and had been critical most of the time since.   

   Mr. Lehman was born in French township, Adams county, Indiana, October ??, 1878, a son of 

David and Elizabeth Moser Lehman.  He was married to Bertha A. Soldner at the Mennonite 

church here, May 1, 1904, Rev. J. W. Kliewer, who was then pastor of the church, officiating. 

   The family lived here until 19 years ago when they moved to the farm.  Mr. Lehman, while 

living in Berne, was manager of the Berne Artificial Stone Co., and was also employed at the 

Gilliom Lumber Co., for some time.
