Belus Eugene Van Camp Dies This Morning After a Brief Illness

The following brothers and sisters survive, also: George and Willis Van Camp, of Jackson, Mich.; Joseph Van Camp of Anderson; Lucille Shultz, of Eaton Rapids, Michigan; Maye Snyder of Russ Junction, Michigan. Two brothers and two sisters preceded him in death. Mr. Van Camp's mother, now Mrs. John Robinson, lives at Vera Cruz. 
   Funeral services will be conducted from the Zion Reformed Church in this city at 2 o'clock Sunday afternoon, the Rev. R. R. Elliker, pastor of the church officiating. Burial will be made in the Decatur Cemetery.
