   DECATUR, Ind., Oct. 16 – Glen Harold Venis, aged 29, committed suicide Monday by drinking carbolic acid at his home. Mrs. Venis was preparing breakfast when she heard her husband call. Upon going to him, she found him in bed with the empty bottle beside him. He died an hour later. Financial worries are given as the cause of his act.
   He is survived by the widow and one son. 
   He was an inspector at the General Electric plant for the past five years. During World War, he was a member of the One Hundred and Thirty-Eighth field artillery, and saw service overseas.
