Mrs. George Wertzberger Dies Friday at Home in Hammond

   Mrs. George Wertzberger, 60, formerly of this city, died last night at her home in Hammond, according to word received here by relatives.
Death was attributed to diabetes and complications.  She was formerly Edna Odle, of this city.  She and her husband have resided in Hammond for a number of years.

   The body will be brought here for burial. Funeral services will be held at the Nuttman Ave. U. B. Church Monday afternoon at 2 o’clock with Rev. L. J. Martin and Rev. Argo Sudduth officiating.  Burial will be in Decatur Cemetery.  The body will lie in state at the church from noon Monday until time for the services.
