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Nelle Winnes, 96, Former Teacher, Dies at Hospital

   Miss Nelle E. Winnes, aged 96, of 421 West Jefferson Street, a long time Decatur School teacher, died at 3 p.m. Tuesday at the Adams County Memorial Hospital, where she had been a patient for three and one-half weeks. 
   Miss Winnes taught one year in the Peterson School, and then joined the Decatur Elementary School System, teaching for 46 years in this city, the longest tenure of any teacher here. She retired in 1941.
