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DEATH CLAIMS J. D. WISEHAUPT
Well Known Decatur Man Dies Sunday After Extended Illness

   John Daniel Wlsehaupt, 77, well known former city employe and a resident of Adams County all his  life, died at his home, 616 Nuttman Avenue Sunday morning at 5:15  o’clock of old age and complications. Mr. Wisehaupt had been ill for the past year.
