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ANOTHER VICTIM 
Pneumonia Claims Life of Reuben M. Woodruff at 10 o’clock last night. 
PASSES AWAY AT HOME 
Of Niece, Mrs. Alva Baker-A resident Here for Fifty-nine years

   The dreaded disease, pneumonia, claimed another victim in this locality when Reuben M. Woodruff, aged 75 Years passed away at 10 o’clock last night at the home of a niece, Mrs. Alva D. Baker on N. Eleventh St.  Mr. Woodruff had been ill since a week ago last Monday, but pneumonia did not develop until last Friday, and since that time his condition continued to grow more serious until death came as a relief to his suffering last night.  
   The deceased had for the past fifty-nine years been a resident of this city and vicinity. During the early part of his life here he engaged with monumental works and the business which he followed for a number of years.  Of late years, however, he had led a retired life. 
   Mr. Woodruff was born in Green County, Pennsylvania, on February 8, 1847, and was the son of Demas M. and Marie Woodruff.  In 1863 the family moved to this county, settling on a farm in St. Mary’s Township. 
   The deceased was united in marriage in 1872 to Miss Emma Harmony, this union being dissolved the death of the wife in 1877.  In 1883 Mr. Woodruff was again married to Miss Lavella Farner. 
   Two children born this union survive, they being Roy Woodruff and Mrs. Trott, the mother having preceded the father in death.  One sister, Mrs. L. R. Blossom who has just moved to this city from Willshire, Ohio, and one brother, Jackson Woodruff of Buffalo, N.Y. also survive.


   The remains may be viewed by the public between the hours and 9 and 10 o’clock Friday morning at the Black & Ashbaucher Undertaking parlors. At 10 o’clock a short private funeral service will be held.  Interment will be made in the Decatur Cemetery.
