   Andrew Wolpert, 66, one of Adams county's most prominent farmers, died at 9 
o'clock this morning at his home just west of Decatur along U.S. highway 224.  Death 
was attributed to a heart ailment after an illness of 30 days. 
   Mr. Wolpert was born in Ohio January 11, 1874, the son of Joseph and Teresa Wolpert, 
but had resided in Adams county for approximately 60 years.  He married Margaret 
Kortenber in 1905. 
   He was a member of the St. Mary's Catholic church and one of the most active 
members of the Knights of Columbus lodge and the Holy Name society. 
   Surviving besides the widow are the following children:  Herman Wolpert and Mrs. 
Herman Miller of Decatur, Lawrence of Wabash, Frederick, Mary and Margaret 
Wolpert, all at home;  four sisters, Mrs. John Baker and Mrs. Anna Byanski of Decatur, 
Mrs. Tise Baker of near Decatur and Mrs. Albert Seigrist of Ohio; and 14 grandchildren. 
   Funeral services will be held at the St. Mary's Catholic church at 9 a.m. Monday, with 
Rev. J. J. Seimetz officiating.  Burial will be in the St. Joseph cemetery.

   Death was attributed to septecemia, following an emergency operation last 
Wednesday for the removal of her appendix. 
   The deceased was born in Preble township March 25, 1929.  She was a member of the 
Salem Evangelical and Reformed church at Magley and a student at the Magley grade 
school. 
   Surviving besides the parents are three sisters:  Mrs. Glen Beer of Magley, Ethel, a 
student nurse at Cincinnati, and Florence, at home;  two brothers, Irwin and Calven 
[sic], both at home;  the grandfather, Lewis Worthman, also of Magley.
