"FIRST POLISH NUN TO TEACH IN CITY."   Dies at age 86 in her room at St Mary's Infirmary shortly after receiving communion at 7 a.m.  She left St Hedwig Parochial school in August 1936 after 52 years as a teacher & Mother Superior.  Services at Our Lady of Loretto Chapel.


Sr. Hedwig entered the Novitiat in 1883. In 1892 Sr Hedwig organized young girls & became the first active directress of the Children of Mary Sodality she organized at St Hedwige's Parish.  In 1906, she was the co-organizer of the Name of Mary sodality & had served as directress for many years.  She was exceptionally devoted as a lover of flowers to the decorating of the altar & sanctuary of St Hedwig's Church for a long period of time.   It was said that she never had enemies because she never made any, and never spoke ill of anyone.
Surviving are 2 nephews: Francis Aftowski & Francis Kosnowski of So Bend.  A grandniece, Sr. Mary Rose Magdalen, CSC of Peoria IL & several other relatives.
