   Funeral services will be held Wednesday afternoon at 1:30 o’clock at the home in Craigville and 2:30 o’clock at the Christian Apostolic Church for Pvt. Glen Donald Gerber, 24, whose death occurred Friday at the U.S. Army Camp, Brigham City, Utah.
   Death followed a cold, with which he had been suffering since before Christmas. He was admitted to the station hospital in the camp on January 18 after returning from a furlough. His father, Samuel, was notified of his death.
