September 10, 1863 – April 4, 1933
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   Bluffton - April 5 – Henry Burnside, 70, farmer whose home was two miles north of Murray, died at 1:30 o'clock this afternoon at the county hospital here of paralysis. He was stricken at his home Monday and fell to the floor. One of his hands struck a stove as he fell and was burned severely. He was brought to the hospital a few hours before he died.
   Surviving are three daughters who live in Chicago. He lived alone on the farm and there are no immediate relatives in this vicinity. 
   No funeral arrangements had been made this evening.
