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ELIZA DISHONG DIES SUDDENLY
Well Known Kingsland Lady Suffers Fatal Heart Attack

   Mrs. Eliza Dishong, 71, widow of the late Elijah Dishong, died suddenly of a heart attack between 12 and 1 o'clock this afternoon in the yard at her home in Kingsland. Coroner William Thoma, who made an investigation, reported that death was due to a heart attack.
Mrs. Dishong lived along. She had stepped out of the house into the back yard at her home when she was stricken. Neighbors found the body and summoned the coroner.
   She is survived by six children, Mrs. Edward Wedler, Kingsland; Mrs. Katie Kahn, Bluffton; Forrest Dishong, Fairmont, Minn.; Mrs. Martha Oker, Carthage; and Mrs. William Smith, Decatur. Three children and two sisters are deceased.
   Mrs. Dishong was a member of the Kingsland M. E. Church.
   Funeral services will be conducted at 2 o'clock Wednesday afternoon at the Kingsland Methodist Church with burial in the Murray Cemetery.
