   Mrs. William Arnold, whose serious illness was mentioned in the Banner yesterday, died at her home east of the city, yesterday afternoon at 3 o’clock.  Mrs. Arnold had been ill but a short time and her death is a terrible blow to the members of her family and her host of friends throughout the county. All that medical skill could do to ward off the blow was done, but yesterday she suffered a second stroke and her death occurred at the hour named above.
   Mrs. Arnold was formerly Miss Bender, a daughter of Jesse Bender.  She had been a life-long resident of the county.  She was married to William Arnold early in life and they have resided since that time on the farm east of the city.  Five children were born to them, all of whom survive the mother.  There are three sons and two daughters.  The funeral will be held tomorrow afternoon at 1 o’clock, the cortege leaving the house at that time.  The remains will be taken to the Six Mile church, where services will be held after which the remains will be laid to rest in the churchyard at that place
